MT. HEALTHY THEATER

2016 - 7428 HAMILTON AVENUE - MOUNT HEALTHY

After closing in 1971, this Mt. Healthy landmark sat mostly vacant apart from a brief stint as a silent
auction house. In 2016, the Hamilton County Landbank acquired the property and stabilized the
structure before transferring ownership to the City of Mount Healthy. Mount Healthy is currently

looking at options to redevelop this centerpiece of the business district.
